The Effectiveness of the Backdoor Play

The backdoor play simply means hitting be-
hind your opponent. This strategy is used fre-
quently in singles. It is accomplished by forcing
your opponent wide to one corner of the court. As
your opponent hurries back to recover from this
wide shot, simply hit back to the same corner of
the court. Your opponent will be caught off bal-
ance and often will have no chance of retrieving
your shot.

This backdoor play is extremely valuable when
playing a player who is fast. The swift player will of-
ten easily run down your corner to corner shots, but
will have trouble getting back to a shot hit behind
him.

The backdoor play is also very valuable to play-
ers who lack power in their game. | have found that
many club players lack the power to hit a winner to
the open court. For a control orientated player, it is
easier to hit a winner by using the backdoor play.

The backdoor play in doubles is not as obvious.
During my high school days | once played a dou-
bles match against Dick Leach, who coached at
USC and is the father of former world number one
doubles player Rick Leach. He very rarely hit the
ball hard but he killed me on the backdoor play. He
kept me totally off balance by hitting the ball behind
me. | was truly schooled by a master doubles
player. He would hit wide soft shots and | would
scramble to recover from them. As | was recovering
| would watch the next shot float by me. You can
apply this strategy too. Take some pace off your
shots, hit wide angles and use extra spin. Another
way to hit behind your opponent in doubles is to lob
over them. This works especially if they are fast
getting to the net as they serve and volley.

The next time you are playing a set, look to
use the backdoor play and you will be amazed how
easy it is to force an error.

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This letter was sent to league coordinators last month for their notification and shared now with
the general membership now. It is in regards to how the Club will move forward with the use of
USTA and Club Ratings in leagues which are skill level specific.

October 11, 2007
Subject: USTA and Club Rating Announcements

Dear Member,

The League Selection Process Committee sought feedback from the league coordinators
about the possibility of eliminating the dual rating system and instead, just using Club
Ratings. After receiving the feedback, the committee disbanded and turned the league
duties back to staff. In reviewing the data from coordinators, staff has recommended the
Club continue using both systems. Since there was significant enough concern from the
league coordinators about club ratings sometimes being too generous, to address this
concern, the Club is installing a process where a Club Rating may be reviewed. The re-
view may be requested by anyone but shall not exceed more than once annually on any
individual member. The review process will be performed by at least 2 club pros and
scores or other data may be requested from league coordinator(s). The Club’s Head Pro
or appointee will communicate the results of the review to staff to update the records. For
a member to request a Club Rating review, a form is available near the Club’s Suggestion
Box located in the office area. Club Ratings will be good until someone requests a review.
Again, a member’s Club Rating will not be reviewed more than once annually and will
only be reviewed at the request of another member.

Further, regarding USTA Ratings:

1. Adult computer ratings will be valid for 5 years and senior computer ratings valid for
3 years.

2. A Club member with a USTA Self-Rating must also acquire a Club Rating. Once the
member has played enough USTA matches and is assigned a USTA Computer Rating,
their Club Rating will be dropped and their USTA Rating will be used.

3. A temporary computer rating is not valid. Only year-end computer ratings are valid.

4. If a member has both a Club and USTA Rating, the USTA computer rating will take
precedence and the Club Rating dropped.

5. For participation into BETC tournaments, the member will enter the events consis-
tent with either their Club or USTA Rating.

Results of our Club and USTA Ratings will continue to be posted online at betconline.net
and in the office area at the club.
